RULES FOR SHUL YOUTH GROUPS
1. Parents must fill out a registration form for their child(ren) in order for their child(ren) to attend groups.

2. Parents and their child(ren) must abide by the rules.
3. The shul youth group is open and available for children ages 2-11.  The hours of the youth group are from 9:00 a.m. – 11:30 a.m.  
4. The children must listen to the Morah/Counselor(s).

5. Children are not allowed to talk back to the Morah/Counselor(s) – no fresh talking or being chutzpahdik.

6. Kids must respect the furniture, toys, books, and all shul property – any destruction will not be tolerated.
7. If a child destroys a game, toy, book, etc., the child’s parent(s) will be responsible to replace that item.

8. Kids who do not behave properly and do not abide by the rules will be given a proper warning.  After two warnings, a child will not be able to return to groups for two Shabbats. 
***This rule will be strictly enforced. 

9. No outside food is permitted (due to allergies) – snack will be provided.  Please do not send your child(ren) to groups with candy, lollipops, or any snack whatsoever.  

10. Parents are not allowed to attend groups or sit in on the groups.  If your child(ren) has attachment issues the first time, a parent will be allowed to sit with him/her for the first ten minutes of groups.

11. If a child is not toilet trained, that child’s mother must be present in shul and be available to change her child’s soiled diaper.

12. For the younger children attending groups, parents must sign a consent form regarding taking the children to the restroom.
13. Parents must come to pick up their child(ren) promptly at the end of groups.
14. Guest children are welcome as long as they are willing to abide and respect the rules of our groups.

15. If a parent has any questions or concerns regarding a child or groups, please do not disturb the groups to discuss the matter.
